In previous meetings, opinion confrontations, exchanges of Ideas, proposals for the advancement and continuity of the journey of Plexus international, we have been solicited and directed to reviewing the documents and texts produced during the years to identify and propose to a broad and open debate the necessary responsibilities that today we are called upon while practising Plexus, and to an enhanced knowledge about what has been really brought. 

We are aware that we are living in a world of endless difficulties for everything that lives. We could exemplify this by using two possible metaphors: thinking about a future of humankind and of the whole planet, we can briefly say that we are running at the same time towards the "knowledge" and towards the "catastrophe", hopefully the knowledge will arrive first. 

This seems to be the impasse and the result of the dynamics between all the forces and energies that interact in the planet. Therefore, we have the need - as reminder to the memory, as a new awareness and for verification - to clarify how Plexus International has acted and practiced so far as a running link.

 The world is changing, and in fact has changed, and what is needed, therefore, is a new focus of the concepts, analysis, reasons, dynamics, poetics, practices, trials and purposes practiced so far until now. 

We need them as necessary energies to continue the journey into the unknown, that we commenced when we fled out from the market as slaves seeking freedom. And among the primary reasons of art aren’t there exactly knowledge and freedom? Doesn’t this bring us back perhaps to the person? to the artist, whose works are , to be the artist himself a work in becoming?

 One thing is certain, it is necessary now more than ever to continue the journey that Plexus International began thirty years ago. Convinced that what has been proposed and confirmed so far, with the last landings (Elsa Morante Cultural Center in  Rome, in Nov. 2011; Rio+20 in the Community of Quilombola de Sacopa, in Rio de Janeiro, June 2012, in  Jerusalem, in June 2012) is the right contribution that we, as artists, women and men, felt the need to give to the great and controversial collective that is life.

Allow me now, after this brief summary and introduction, to mention a possible proposal to continue tracing this route, in the hope that other proposals may be advanced in full responsibility. 

We crossed in 1989 the “door to the other dimension” (from Metateatro of Rome to Gorée, Dakar), we opened "the door of the heart to go into the future" venturing into the unknown, in a likely, but possible path for an expansion of perception, fundamental today to overcome the ambiguity of behaving as if what we perceive of the world in which we live is perception of the "Whole", thus putting behaviours and operative choices whose effects go well beyond the limits of safeguard of the humanity and respect for life. But also, in relation to the reality that concerns us, an open attitude and an unlimited perception, ready for all the diversity and change, is needed. Not considering partial our perception and our knowledge, leads us, in solving life's contingencies, to apparently necessary and dangerous choices. Considering what is known as the "Whole" evokes the concept of the end - since further there can only be nothing - which is the antithesis of evolution and spiritual connection of the being at the same time.

Reviewing and studying Plexus documents seems clear that the main element of Plexus International can be identified in developing - with attention to diversity, in all circumstances and events produced - a path of transformation and expansion of perception in search of freedom.
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
