From May 29 to June 7, 2006, in the Medina in Dakar, Senegal, Plexus International on the occasion of the Third Edition of “Le Triangle de l’ Art Festival”, is presenting the 5th Act of “THE EROSIONS AND RENAISSANCE SHOWS” as an Art Call to stop the dramatic sea erosion  of  the Door of No Return of the House of the Slaves, UNESCO World Heritage site, in the island Goree, off Dakar, as symbol of the erosion of the memory of humankind, of world heritage, of  biodiversity, of local knowledge, of ecological and cultural diversities, of civil liberties, of human rights, and, day after day, of our freedom and peace in the living planet.

All artists are invited to participate with all art forms of expression to express their own interpretation on the multiplex meaning of “erosion”. 

Even if you cannot be in person in Dakar to stop the EROSIONS you may participate virtually online by emailing your art contribution. All Artworks then will  be exhibited in the Medina of Dakar and posted on the web site www.plexusforum.net
Since its beginnings in 1982, in New York, Plexus International has played a seminal role in the conception and realization of numerous cross-cultural experimental art projects, art co-operas involving on some occasions hundreds of artists and scientists, around the world, mainly in art communities of New York, Rome, Dakar, Amsterdam, Atlanta, Sardinia and Australia, linking the notion of "art" - as a community resource for a sustainable development - to the concept of  "well being" - as a human right for all. In 1988, the Door of No Return at the House of the Slaves in Goree (Senegal) became for Plexus an important portal for repatriation of art and memory, especially of the diaspora of slavery, back into the communities from where the works and their cultural history were harvested. It became the ritual sanctuary from where to perform the cultural navigation of the voyage for freedom of the art slaves boat, as a symbol of the struggle of all people in the planet as well as of artists in the community around the world. Since almost 20 years, Plexus International is traveling offbeat on board of a metaphoric art slaves boat escaped in 1986 from the Lower East Side of New York and its ArtWorld, using universal mythology as a crossing over between knowledge and unconsciousness. 

One of Plexus leitmotifs or songlines, especially in relation to the modular construction of the dramaturgy of its art co-operas events, is the art voyage  through universal mythology, using metaphores as multi-dimensional vehicle for travelling the world against any form of contemporary slavery.

The Triangle of Art  Festival has the aim to highlight the role of the artist in the community as a keeper of a living archive against cultural, social and economic black out to resisting against the time-space erosion of our history.

We can continue, on the occasion of the Triangle of Art 2006, a global cultural historical mapping for future generations and create a culture pattern of cross border weaving.
