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Text Multiples of Black, Cagliari, 1992

Multiples of Black is a metaphoric journey through spatial metaphors of the West. Inside, there are inserted main knot points of Western culture. At the entrance, there is positioned the Mediterranean mother with two umbilical cords, one toward the top and the other toward the bottom.  Objects of Plexus Storage and of Plexus Black Box are channelled metamorphosed toward the symbolic representation of death. The spatial fulcrum of Multiples of Black consists in the inversion of spatial polarities of suspended bodies, among them a shoe peaks from which is pending from the ceiling a head and planets falling from top down, like to point out the research of the problematic movement of the procession of equinoxes. Around the installation, it happened a performance by Lorenzo Pace and Patricia Nicholson Parker with an aesthetical intrusion by George Chaikin.
